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“Regarding precious metals that were seized from the claimant and have not been returned.” 

 

Ancient magatama beads, serial numbers, old and new 10,000 yen bills, 5,000 yen bills, and 1,000 

yen bills (mainly 10,000 yen bills with numbers 1111111, 7777777, 8888888, 0000001) that have been 

seized from claimants' homes so far. I have requested the return of several hundred pieces (with 

numbers, etc.), but none have been returned yet. 

The following precious metals have not been returned, so please return them immediately. 

 

A collection of numerous luxury watches (Patique Philippe, Piaget, Rolex) collected by the claimant. 

 

Of these watches, only one broken Patique Philippe watch was returned, and these seized watches 

are not included in the inventory of seized items. The reason, we thought, was why, like the Mercedes 

500SL sports car that the claimant was driving at the time of the incident, it was treated as something 

that the claimant may have been wearing as it was related to the incident. 

 

Therefore, please disclose all photos taken during the seizure and search of rooms 601 and 602 of 

the Moto-Akasaka Towers in Akasaka, Minato-ku, Tokyo, and room 1012 of Shuwa Residential Hotel, 

where these clocks were located.

I would like to provide additional explanation regarding the title case pending in the First Petty 

Bench of the Supreme Court, for which I requested disclosure of evidence dated November 17 of 

last year. 

 

1 Regarding "Drink voucher for Roppongi discotic “Lexington Queen" stamped with February 14, 

1992” 

 

  Before it was seized, it was either in Denenchofu's study room or in Room 601 of the Moto-

Akasaka Towers. 

 

２ Regarding “the current storage location of the confiscated ancient magatama that is placed on 

the table in front of the foreign hostess shown in the attached photo of the Moto-Akasaka 

Towers, which is the defendant's residence.” 

 

Before the magatama was seized, it was in a display case (on the third shelf) in the living room of 

the defendant's residence in the Moto-Akasaka Towers. This is the location indicated by the 

arrow in the attached vertical photo. 

Please note that the table in front of the foreign hostess in the photo I sent with the bill earlier is 

the table in the center of the photo I have attached.勾

According to attorney Katsura Maki, he asked the Metropolitan Police Department and the 

public prosecutor for a list of items to be refunded, but they were not provided (see Katsura 

Maki's attached statement). 

 

To date, many of the seized precious metals and valuables have not been returned to the 

defendants. 

As an example, many of the so-called treasure banknotes (mint number 111111, new and old 

10,000 yen bills, new and old 5,000 yen bills, new and old 1,000 yen bills with numbers such as 

7777777, 888888, 000001, etc. There are several hundred thousand yen bills in total. The 

banknotes were found on the furniture next to the window of the defendant's study in the Moto-

Akasaka Towers residence (indicated by the arrow in the attached horizontal photo), but they 

have not been returned to date. 

Regarding the refund of the valuables, attorney Shuji Kitagawa received the refund, but these 

treasured banknotes are not listed on the copy of the refund application that was prepared at 

that time.
